In addition to all computers and monitors,  

all intact TVôs must be dropped off at  

Public Works  located at 1040 Glassboro Road, Williamstown 

during the hours: 

Mon.ïFri. between 7amï 3pm.  

Scrap parts from dismantled TVôs and computers, including, but not 

limited to TV/monitor tubes, plastic casings, crushed glass, etc.,  

ARE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR THE MUNICIPAL E-WASTE RECYCLING 

PROGRAM.  Public Works is not permitted by the NJDEP regulations to 

accept this type of material.  

If tubes from TVôs or monitors are brought to the MTDPW by a ñscrapperò 

without the covering and all their parts, they will be rejected.
